Our trip consisted of visits to Slo-
vakia, Poland, and Ukraine along with visit-
ing intern possibilities at the IM staff confer-
ence.

Here is the short of what 
we were looking for in an internship which is 
what this trip was all about!   

 
What We Were Looking For 
-  Ministry where the goal is planting a church.   
-  Raising up a national pastor and leaders rather than an American run church.   
-  Small town or village where there are not missionaries working.  
-  We want to take the Gospel to villages that do not have it (most don't).   
-  An outreach where mercy ministry is an outpouring of the church plant rather 
than the primary objective.  We are not planting a hospital or orphanage but 
growing Christians to do the labor of the mercy ministries.   
-  A ministry where preaching and teaching the Word is central.   
 
 
We found such a calling in Borne, Po-
land and plan to intern there working 
to plant a church.   
 
 
Poland 
-  Population = 38,536,869 
-  Ethnic Groups = Polish 96.7%,  
German 0.4%, Belarusian 0.1%, 
Ukrainian 0.1%, other 2.7%  
-  Unemployment = 18.3% 
-  Poverty = 17% 
-  Estimated Gospel Teaching Churches = 0.2%.  Not "reached" in our book.     
-  There are few churches (or even Bible teaching) outside of larger cities which 
leaves small towns and villages virtually gospel-less.  
-  Many of the churches that do exist have no pastor.

Borne, Poland 
-  A "second chance" city.  Most Polish families have lived in the same place for a very long time.  
Borne is only 13 years old, so everyone there is new, having decided to start a new life.  This creates 
for an interesting group of people.   
-  Borne was an abandoned military base.  There is even an old Nazi bathhouse that Hitler used.  There 
are not really any houses and everyone lives in rebuilt military barracks.   
-  It has no church.   
 
The Borne Church Plant Team 
-  Tomek and Iwonka - A young Polish man and his wife recently left their city and 
livelihood to take the gospel to Borne.   
-  Dan, Chris, Brittney, and Melanie - An American family who moved to Borne to 
be part of the church plant.   
-  David and Nicole Beger - Hey, that's us!  Well, you know about us.   
-  The goal of the team is to not only build Christ's Church, but to build a multiply-
ing church that desire to go into other villages.   
-  We (the Americans) want to build a Polish church and not pastor it ourselves.  We 
want to raise up Polish men to pastor and shepherd their people.
